SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1 RuULES

1.1. The race will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008 (RRS)
and the US Sailing Prescriptions except as modified by these Sailing
Instructions.

1.2.  All One Design Class Rules prohibiting or restricting the use of VHF radio is
changed to allow VHF radios to be on while racing.

1.3. Rule 61.1 is changed such that a boat intending to protest will hail the Race
Committee boat immediately after finishing.

1.4. Rule 62.1 is changed to allow for hailing of OCS boats without redress.

2  NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
2.1  Notices to competitors will be posted on the bulletin board inside the lower
deck of the Watch Hill Yacht Club.

3  CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
3.1.  Written to the sailing instructions will be posted on the “"Regattas” page of the
Watch Hill Yacht Club website, and at the Watch Hill Yacht Club prior to 1700
hours on Friday, June 27, 2008.

4  CLASSES
4.1. One Design Classes will include IOD, Atlantics, Etchells, Ensign, WH-15,
Shields and J-22. Other One Design Classes are welcome subject to these
Sailing Instructions.
4.2.  Any class with less than three boats for that class will not race.

5 CuLaAss FLAGS
Class flags will be:

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6  SCHEDULE OF RACES
6.1. The warning signal for the first class will be 1030 hours.
6.2. The order of start will be based upon the number of the class flag.

6.3. The warning signal for each succeeding class will be made as soon as
practicable after the previous starting signal.
6.4. Each class will have one race.

7  RACING AREA
7.1.  The starting area for racing will be in the vicinity of Noyes Rock located south
of Stonington Harbor.

8  THE START
8.1. The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Race
Committee Boat and mark “X” to be located in the vicinity of Noyes Rock.

9 THE COURSES

9.1. The Race Committee shall designate the course on the course board by
posting the class number followed by a series of colored letters indicating the
rounding marks and the side to which the marks are to be left on rounding.
Red indicates a port rounding and green a starboard rounding and as further
indicated by “STB” where marks are to be rounded to Starboard and “"PORT"”
where marks are to be rounded to Port.

9.2. The approximate compass bearing to the first mark of the race will be
displayed on the course board.

10 THE FINISH
10.1. The finish line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a Race
Committee Boat and mark “X” to be located in the vicinity of Noyes Rock.

11 MARKS
11.1. The marks will be government navigational aids and orange tetrahedron
inflatable marks as indicated on the list below:

12 CHANGE OF THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE
12.1 If a new government mark is used, it will be indicated on a white board. This
changes Rule 33.
13 TIME LIMITS
13.1. The time limit for each class will be three and one-half hours.
14 PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

14.1  Protest forms will be available from the Watch Hill Yacht Club office or the
Race Committee boat. Protests shall be delivered to the yacht club or faxed
to (401) 596-7320 within the protest time limit.

14.2. The protest time limit is ninety (90) minutes after the last boat in that class
finishes.

14.3. Notices will be posted within thirty (30) minutes of the protest time limit for
each class to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or
named as witnesses. Hearings will be held at the Watch Hill Yacht Club
approximately fifteen (15) minutes after this.

15 SAFETY REGULATIONS

15.1 All boats must check-in by hailing the Race Committee boat prior to the
warning for their class.

15.2 A boat that retires from the race shall notify the Race Committee as soon as
possible.

16 OFFICIAL BOATS

16.1 All official boats will be marked by the WHYC Burgee and the Race Committee
flag.

17 RADIO COMMUNICATIONS

17.1. The Race Committee will monitor channel 16 for safety and channel 72 for
instruction changes and OCS hails.

18 PRIZES

18.1 First, second and third place prizes will be awarded for each class racing.

18.2 A trophy in memory of Christopher Calder will be awarded to the WH-15 boat
that places first in the race.
